It aimed to explore how the process of decentralisation in Burkina Faso (a policy since 1991) has affected the mobility and accessibility needs of the rural poor.

Advocacy Workshop: Developing Disability Sensitive Transport Infrastructure
Held in Colombo, Sri Lanka, on 23rd June 2009 this event was organised by The Lanka Forum on Rural Transport Development, the Development with Disability Network, Leonard Cheshire Disability South Asia Region and Basic Needs. Presentations encompassed the availability of disabled friendly practices from a regional perspective, the current situation on disability and transport in Sri Lanka and the relationship between transport and mental health - highlighting problems faced by mentally disabled patients and the high transport costs involved in accessing treatment. During the ensuing lively panel discussion it was agreed by the Secretary of the Ministry of Social Services and Social Welfare to form a Monitoring Committee to follow-up the recommendations proposed at the workshop with the aim of mainstreaming disability sensitive infrastructure and transport services into the national transport policies of Sri Lanka.

Use of IMTs for Patient Transport: a Literature Review Contrasted with the Findings of the Transaid Bicycle Ambulance Project in Eastern Zambia

Taken from the abstract of this excellent new paper from Transaid: “This paper presents a distillation of the literature on the use of Intermediate Modes of Transport (IMTs) and then reviews the outcomes of the 2008/2009 Transaid Bicycle Ambulance Project undertaken in three districts of Zambia's Eastern Province. The latest World Bank Transport Strategy puts the link between transport and development honestly and succinctly; 'Around the world, in much of development work, transport is the ultimate enabler. By serving other sectors of a nation's economy, it puts development goals within reach. We know, for instance, that an estimated 75% of maternal deaths could be prevented through timely access to childbirth-related care, facilitated by transport'”

Performance Monitoring of Low Volume Roads in Northwest Lao PDR (SEACAP17-002)

A key element in the poverty reduction strategy of the Government of Lao PDR is the development and upgrading of rural infrastructure through the most cost-effective means. To this end the South East Asian Community Access Programme (SEACAP) 17 project designed and constructed a series of rural road pavement and surfacing option trials along rural access roads being upgraded as part of the Asian Development Bank funded section of the Northern Economic Corridor within the Huay Xai district in Bokeo Province. These included engineered natural surface, hand packed stone and bamboo reinforced concrete.

Toolkit on Resource Allocation and Utilisation in the Transport Sector
The Public-Private Infrastructure Advisory Facility (PPIAF) has developed a toolkit for use by country authorities seeking to make better use of public resources and for World Bank staff undertaking transport Public Expenditure Reviews. The toolkit can help in assessing such issues as: Are appropriate transport infrastructure and services being provided? Does the transport sector have adequate resources, and are those resources being used efficiently? Are the government and the private sector playing the roles to which they are best suited?

As Marc Juhel, sector manager for transport in the World Bank's Sustainable Development Department said during a workshop introducing the toolkit: “you can build a school or improve agricultural methods, but if children live too far from the school or if the products cannot reach a market, the project will not fully succeed...The transport sector is key.”

Basic Utility Vehicle – Institute of Affordable Transportation
IAT's mission is to improve the lives of the world's poor by providing simple low cost vehicles to facilitate community transformation. It is a not-for-profit public charity devoted to developing high quality, low cost transportation for the working poor in the developing world. Although based in Indianapolis, USA, IAT emphases local ownership at every level - from factory production through to community usage and repairs. IAT Director Will Austin: “Simple transportation has a tremendous effect on overall productivity...see the Model T's impact on America, the Beetles impact on post-war Europe, the Citroen 2CV in post-war France, the Jeeps impact on World War II, the bicycle and walking tractor in China. The 50-250cc scooters have been a huge blessing to developing countries worldwide, but they are unable to carry much cargo. The rural parts of Africa and Latin America need a vehicle that is 'appropriate' for their geography.”
